tasks as assigned by the Camp for the operation of its camp
program
e Live in a rustic outdoor youth camp setting.

Head of Synchronized Swimming
e Manages and runs all aspects of the Synchronized Swimming department
e Teaches beginner through advanced skills to campers aged 7-17 years old.
